Dear Scholarship Applicant:

Thank you for your interest in the T. Millar and Gertrude Vacura Bryce Foundation Scholarship.    Mr. and Mrs. Bryce, along with other members of the Flodin and Bryce families, were active in the timber industry in Sanders County from 1942 to 1985.  Contributing significantly to the economies of the communities of Plains and Thompson Falls, they provided job opportunities for countless heads of families as well as recently graduated high school students.  Giving back to their communities was always a focal point of their business.      
In the tradition of giving back to their communities, Mr. T. Millar Bryce has established a $6,000 scholarship ($3,000 for each semester of the first year) to be awarded to one student in Plains and one student in Thompson Falls.  Recipients must have a minimum 2.5 high school cumulative G.P.A. and maintain that cumulative 2.5 G.PA. while enrolled in an accredited post-secondary Montana technical-vocational school while receiving the scholarship.  Scholarship committees in Plains and Thompson Falls will examine student applications, observe student presentations and select final recipients and alternates.  Committee decisions for recipients and alternates will be final.  The scholarship will be awarded for the first year after the recipient’s graduation from high school.  Any extensions are strictly limited to the foundation’s approval.  
Applicants have the opportunity to exhibit their interest, commitment, and aptitude regarding a specific technical – vocational field in a portfolio.  Components for this portfolio will include:
1.)  a completed application form, typed and signed.
2.)  a typed letter of application.
3.)  a complete, official transcript displaying grades, credits, and cumulative G.P.A.

4.)  a formal presentation in which the applicant can present one or more
       samples of his or her aptitude in the technical-vocational field he or she wishes to study.  

5.)  a letter of recommendation from at least one teacher (from within the related field, if possible).
6.)  a letter of recommendation from at least one community member (from within the related field, if possible).
7.)  a letter of acceptance from a post-secondary Montana vocational-technical school to which you have applied
Student applicants and their families are urged to take this application process seriously, make appropriate preparations of the scholarship components and exhibit the student applicants’ sincere desire to be a worthy scholarship recipient.  Since the $6,000 stipend will constitute a major portion of the student’s financial commitment to his or her first year in a technical–vocational program, the foundation urges each student to do his or her best in the application process and wishes them the best of luck in their future.

___1.) COMPLETED APPLICATION FORM, TYPED AND SIGNED
Please use the one-page application attached at the end of this packet.

___2.) LETTER OF APPLICATION–
Please discuss the technical–vocational field in which you wish to study.  Why does it interest you?  How long have you been interested in this field?  If possible, please give examples of what you have already studied or accomplished in this field.  What is the long-term future of the field in which you wish to study?  What institution do you plan to attend to enable you to meet your goal in this technical–vocational field?  Please explain why this institution will best prepare you for that field?  Include any additional information that will add to your overall application.  The letter of application must follow the following format: 

1.)  typed.
2.)  double-spaced.
3.)  250-750 words.
4.)  12-point font.
5.)  one inch margins. 

6.)  correct grammar, spelling, punctuation and usage.
___3.) COMPLETE OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPT
This official transcript will contain:

1.) all grades and credits earned by the student while he or she attended high school.
2.) a  minimum cumulative G.P.A. of 2.5.  (Applicants should remember that this is only one of  six components used to select the recipient.  Grades are one of many indicators of student aptitude.  ANDS-ON PROJECTS AND PRESENTATIONS hThe 2.5 cumulative G.P.A. serves only as a baseline from which to begin the selection process.)   
___4.) FORMAL PRESENTATION-
Present a sample of your work as it relates to the field which you plan to study.  Be prepared to explain the process you followed to bring the item to completion.  Be prepared to answer questions from the selection committee concerning the sample of your work.  For example, this could be a computer program, a video, a welding project, a construction project, a machined part, a re-built engine, a re-built electric motor, a plumbing project, a wiring project, a furnace, an air conditioning system a refrigeration system, etc…  It could also consist of documentation of the applicant working or job shadowing in a local business, office or medical facility.  The possibilities are limited only by the applicant’s imagination.  A video or photographic record of the applicant doing his or her own work, from beginning to end, is highly recommended to verify the applicant’s involvement in the project.  Each sample must meet two requirements:
1.) It must be a project completed by the applicant.  

2.) The applicant’s interest and aptitude must be evident in the project and its presentation.    

Note:  If you have not yet worked in the field of study you wish to pursue, you can explain how, when and why you developed an interest and/or aptitude in this field, using one of the following:

1.) a double-spaced, 250-500 word essay, using 12-point font and one inch margins.

2.) a 5-10 minute video

Include at least one letter of recommendation from a teacher who has taught you in a technical–vocational field.  (If one is not available, any high school teacher who has taught you and can verify your interest and/or aptitude in this field of study will suffice.)

Include at least one letter of recommendation from a community member who works in the technical-vocational field in which you want to study.  (If one is not available, any community member who can verify your interest and/or aptitude in this field will suffice.)
