 INDUSTRIAL ARTS MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP FUND

Carl and Mildred Dahl actively supported the timber and lumber industries in Sanders County.  They owned and operated a welding and machine shop in Plains for many years.  
Millie Dahl has endowed $50,000 to the Plains-Paradise High School District for an industrial arts scholarship to be known as the Carl H. and Mildred O. Dahl Industrial Arts Scholarship Fund.  The endowment will be held at the Rocky Mountain Bank and provide an annual $1,000 scholarship to be awarded to one senior from Plains High School beginning with the graduating class of 2009.  The scholarship is to be awarded on the basis of academic achievement, desire and need.  

1. Recipients must have a minimum high school cumulative grade point average of 2.5. 

2. The scholarship provides financial assistance to students pursuing a career in a technical–vocational field.  
3. Selections will be made by the Trustee of the funds (Rocky Mountain Bank) in consultation with the District Superintendent, or his/her designee, and the Industrial Arts teacher.  

4. Payment will be sent to the recipient’s accredited school of choice, in the name of the recipient, upon enrollment confirmation.   

Potential recipients shall exhibit their interest, aptitude and commitment to higher education in industrial arts by completing an application and interview.  Components for this scholarship shall include.

1.)   Completed application form, typed and signed.

2.)   Typed letter of application.

3.)   Complete, official transcript displaying grades, credits, and cumulative grade point average
4.)   Letter of recommendation from at least one teacher in the related field.

5.)   Letter of recommendation from at least one community member (within the related field, if  

        possible.)
