Catherine J. Whisennand Scholarship

Catherine J. Whisennand was a member of the Plains Community for over 50 years.  She grew up in Central Montana, majored in business at Northern University at Havre.  She was a business owner in Plains who believed in being involved in the local government.  She served Plains by being a Justice of the Peace many years and was a city council member for 11 years.  She was always interested in seeing graduates of Plains High School further their education and wanted to establish a scholarship fund.

Section I: General Guidelines

1. The scholarship in the amount of $500 per year may be used at and university, college, vocational technical school, or private school.  A Montana school is preferred but not required.

2. The scholarship will be awarded to a Plains High School student who has attended Plains High School for at least 1 year.

3. The student must have maintained a GPA of at least 2.0 during the first seven semesters of high school.  High School transcript must be included with application.

4. The selection committee will be Catherine’s daughters.  All selections will be final.

5. Applications must be typed using the format provided.

6. The scholarship will be presented at the graduation exercises.

7. Completed applications must be submitted to the high school counselor on or before April 1st.

8. If there are no qualified applicants during any given year, the scholarship will not be awarded.

9. The money for the scholarship will be sent directly to the university’s financial aid department and may be used for tuition, books, room and board or any other directly related school expenses.

10. The money will be paid the second semester of the first year of college upon providing proof of registration to JoAnne C. Colyer, PO Box 953, Plains, MT.  59859.

11. Student must be a full time student carrying at least 12 credit hours and maintaining a 2.0 GPA.

12. Students must submit written recommendations from at least one faculty member at Plains High School and one member of the community.

13. Preference may be given to Students whose career goals include business administration.

14. Preference will be given to a student having classroom and or job experience and an interest in a business field.
