MAXINE V. PICHERING MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP


Maxine Pickering was a long time resident of the Paradise-Plains area.  After high school, she went to normal school in Nebraska and became a teacher.  She taught mostly in rural one-room elementary schools in Nebraska and Idaho.  After moving to Paradise in 1950, she taught kindergarten and music at various times at the Paradise Grade School.  She also tutored children in reading.  She was always interested in education and inspired two of her five children to follow in her footsteps and become teachers.  She was an avid supporter of the correct use of the English language, as many who knew her were well aware. This scholarship is to be given to a student from Plains High School who plans to attend any university to prepare to be an elementary or secondary teacher.

Guidelines for administration of the scholarship:

1. The scholarship committee shall consist of:

a. Any children or in-law children of Maxine Pickering wishing to be part of the committee.

b. A tenured teacher form the staff at Plains High School.

2. Students wishing to be considered for the scholarship must complete the application form for the scholarship by April 1st of the year in which the student is to graduated from high school and submit it to the school counselor.  Applicants will be screened by the counselors to insure that they meet the criteria.  The applications will then be given to the committee for selection and the scholarship will be presented to the winning applicant on graduation night.

3. The scholarship may be used at any university that has a teacher preparation program.

4. Students must submit written recommendations from at least two faculty members at Plains High School and at least one from another member of the community.

5. Students should submit the latest copy of their transcripts of grades.

6. The application for the scholarship must be typed either using the form provided or using a word processing program and following the same format as the form provided.

7. Criteria for awarding the scholarship include the following:

a. The student must be going into a teacher education program.

b. High school grade point average will be a factor in the selection of the winning applicant.

c. Financial need will also be a factor that will be considered, but will not necessarily be the deciding factor.

8. The money for the scholarship will be sent directly to the university’s financial aid department and may be used for tuition, books, room and board or any other directly related school expenses.

9. If there are no qualified applicants during any given year, the scholarship need not be awarded.

10. Only money from the earnings of the fund will be used for awards.  No amount of the principle will be used for scholarship awards.  Any money not used during any award year will return to the fund to increase the principle.
