MILDRED HEARST SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES:

1 Must be used within the Montana University System

2 Must be utilized in the Education field.

3 Applicant must present evidence of financial need.

4 Applicant can be an individual or single parent, high school graduated that wishes to improve themselves by getting a college degree.

5 Applicant can be a person getting their GED and starting college that same year.

6 Applicants will be screened by the counselor to insure they meet the above criteria.

7 Selection of the recipient will be made by a committee composed of an uneven number of members.  It must include: High School Counselor, High School Teacher (class advisor), and Administrator.

8 Deadline will be in harmony with other scholarships which is April 1st.

9 The money will be sent directly to the school that the recipient will be attending at the end of the second semester or second quarter of the first year of enrollment.

10 The High School Counselor will advertise publicly in such a way that possible recipients will be reminded yearly of its availability.

11 When the Board of Trustees arrives at a decision that this memorial scholarship is no longer a viable option, it will be dissolved.
