1. Scholarship funds may be used at any university, college, vo-tech or private school.

2. The Scholarship is available to all female graduating seniors residing within the Plains High School District.

3. Applications will be judged on a point system as well as the ability to follow application directions.

4. Do not submit letters of recommendation, cover letter or a copy of your grade point average.

5. Applications must be submitted in the following manner. The first 5 requirements must be submitted on the first page of your application. The 6-7 requirements must be submitted on a second page with your essay on the last page. Please, no signatures or names on second or third pages.
6. All completed applications must be submitted to the Plains High School Counselor by APRIL 1ST.  Applications will be forwarded to the Plains Woman’s Club scholarship committee.
7. The scholarship recipient will be announced at the Plains High School graduation ceremony.
8. The first $500 Scholarship funds will be paid to the individual upon entering the beginning of the 2nd semester of school. The second Scholarship funds will be paid to the individual upon entering the beginning of the 2nd semester of their sophomore year of school.  Recipient must contact the Plains Woman’s Club to request the funds each year.
