Rittenour Scholarship    Revised by Dr. Lulack 4/15/03

The Rittenour Scholarship was made possible through the generosity of Clifford and Jimmie Rittenour and their desire to provide medical care for the community of Plains.  Mr. Rittenour attended school at the University of Montana in Missoula.  The Rittenour Scholarship is mad available to students who plan to attend a four-year school in Montana.

Guidelines for administration of the scholarship:

     A.  The scholarship committee shall consist of:

1.  A physician currently practicing medicine at the Rittenour Medical Clinic.  If not possible, this member may be a physician who had practiced at the Rittenour Medical Clinic or a physician currently practicing medicine in Plains, Montana.

2. A tenured teacher from the staff at Plains High School.

3. A permanent member of the Plains Community.

B. The scholarship shall be awarded to students who attend any four-year school with in Montana, with a preference based on need.

C. The fund may only be used for expenses directly related to school (for example tuition, books, room and board).

D. The scholarship will be presented to the qualified student, or students on a yearly basis, preference being given to the current graduates.

E. If there are no suitable applicants during the year, the scholarship need not be awarded.

F. If the student drops out of school for the term for any reason other than illness or injury, the award may be subject to repayment to the scholarship fund and the student will not be eligible for reapplication.

G. In determining how the Rittenour Scholarship shall be awarded, the following criteria shall be considered in descending order of importance:

1. Monetary need, scholastic ability, and the intent to pursue a career in health care to be given equal consideration.

2. The college of choice is the University of Montana in Missoula.  In other words, if two students are equal in other regards, first choice will be given to the student who whishes to attend the University of Montana.

H. Only money form earnings will be used for awards.  No amount of the principle will be used for the scholarship awards.  Any money not used during an award year will remain to be included in the funds available for the next year’s award.
