                                                   Scholarship Regulations

1. Scholarship maybe used at any university, college, vocational-technical, private, or other school of the recipient’s choice.

2. Applications must be typewritten. The application must be completed in its entirety, to include all necessary attachments. 

3. Students should have a minimum of a “C” average. Submit a High School transcript.           

4. Students must submit with this scholarship application, two written letters of recommendation; ONE from a faculty member (other than a councilor), and ONE from a member of the community (i.e. priest, minister, employer etc).

      The application must be received on or prior to April 1st of the same year the senior is graduating.
6. The application will be processed and reviewed by an appointed VFW committee. The committee will select the recipient(s), based upon the completed packet. The scholarship is presented by a VFW member during the year’s end graduation ceremony.

7. The award is paid by the VFW Post Quartermaster to the student(s). The scholarship payment occurs at the end of the first quarter or semester of the first year of college. The student must be in good academic standing, and has enrolled in their 2nd quarter or semester of college.  

8. Applicants with family members who are present or former members of the Armed Forces, or applicants with family members who are disabled, or POW/MIA  veterans will be given preference over other applicants (only if all other requirements are met).  

9. Applications will be accepted from all High School Seniors who are: 

A. Children of any member of VFW Post # 3596 living anywhere in the world
