WILLA MONTANA GINGERY

MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP 

Willa Montana Gingery attended Plains Schools beginning in kindergarten and graduated in 1993.  She will be remembered as being independent, an original thinker, and as a champion advocate for the less fortunate, including both animals and people. 

John Gingery, her father, has given the Plains-Paradise High School District monies for a scholarship to be known as the Willa Montana Gingery Memorial Scholarship. This scholarship will provide an annual $500 scholarship to be awarded to one senior from Plains High School beginning with the graduating class of 2011.  The scholarship is to be awarded on the basis of interest in pursuing post-secondary education in animal care and/or the medical field.

1. Recipients must have a minimum high school cumulative grade point average of 2.0. 
2. Completed Scholarship must be submitted by the April 1 deadline

3. This scholarship will not be awarded unless the selection team deems appropriate.
4. The scholarship provides financial assistance to students pursuing a career while attending a trade school, a technical–vocational school, or the Montana University System.

5. Selections will be made by the School Counselors, and at least three senior class teachers.

6. Payment will be made to the recipient’s accredited school of choice upon receipt of the first semester grades achieving a minimum of a 2.0 grade point average.
7. It is the recipient’s responsibility to send a copy of their grades to Ginny Holland, District Clerk, Plains Schools, PO Box 549, Plains, MT 59859, and request that payment be made.

Potential recipients shall exhibit their interest, aptitude and commitment to higher education in animal care or the medical field by completing an application. Components for this scholarship shall include.

1.)   Completed application form, typed and signed.

2.)   Typed letter of application.

3.)   Complete, official transcript displaying grades, credits, and cumulative grade point average

4.)   Letter of recommendation from at least one teacher in the related field.

5.)   Letter of recommendation from at least one community member (within the related field, if  

        possible.)
